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This exhibition of photography covers a European golden age of music, fashion and film that coincided with 
a period of radical political and social transformation.

Twiggy and Audrey 
Hepburn set trends whose timeless appeal persists to the present day, while across the channel, Brigitte Bardot 
became a cinematic sex goddess, breaking female stereotypes and nudity taboos.

O’Neill, Douglas Kirkland, Michael Joseph, Norman Parkinson and Michael Ward.
